Cleaning Equipment

Itis recommend an Isopropanol or similar alcohol based cleaning agent
with an alcohol content of at least 70% is used for cleaning.

The HAVwear should be re-charged fully before being put into
storage where not mounted in a powered up docking station. Itis
also recommended to recharge the unit on a regular basis
(monthly) with a 1 hour top up charge.
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
